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1. GENERAL 

1. 01 This section, the sections referred to in 
this section, and the teletypewriter gen­

eral lubrication section provide the complete 
lubrication procedures for the 28 self-contained 
transmitter-distributor set. 

1. 02 Lubrication of the set before it is placed 
in serv1ce should be governed by the prin­

ciples given in the section covering preparation 
of teletypewriter apparatus for installation. 
After that, because of varying conditions at each 
station, the unit should be lubricated as often 
as specified by local instructions. 

1. 03 The lubricants to be used and their meth-
ods of application are those specified in 

the section covering general lubrication. The 
lubrication symbols used in this section are the 
same as those given in the section covering 
general lubrication, except that the symbol 0 is 
used to mean only one drop of oil, and the sym­
bol 02 is used to specify two drops of oil. 

1. 04 The following recommended lubrication 
intervals are included as a guide for use 

under normal operating conditions.
