INSTALLATION

A, IF the typing unit is not equipped with the break lock mechanism or remot
signal bell, proceed as follows:

1, Remove the tvping unit from the basSe.

2, Hemove the 90435 bushing {nut) at the lower end of the function pawl
pivot,

3. Instzll the 90561 function pawl and replace tne pbushing.

L. Install the 90615 function pawl return spring between the function
pavl and the spring post. PRINTZD IN U, 3. A.
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Remove the carriage return lever latch assembly with its

mounting post and the spring post to the right of it (facing
the rear of the printer),

Install the 90611 contact operating lever at the lower level

of the function pawl latch pile-up and install the 90615 spring
between the lever and the spring post.

7. FReplace the spring pest and carriage return lever latch post
assembly and adjust the latch post.

8. Install the %0772 contact bracket assembly on the 90590 lewer
plate at the extreme right end (fscing rear of the printer)
using the two #1038 screws and #2191 lock washers furnished.

£ 9. FHemove the function arms assembly and install the 91923 moter

stop function arm in position No. 1 (nearest the gear).
Replace the 90431 lock washer with the new one furnished while
reassembling the function arms,

19. Replace the function arms assembly and readjust the end play.

1l. Install the 93766 terminal block furnished on the casting to
the right of the other terminal block and connect the %0895
cable between the contacts and the terminal bloek in accordance
with the wiring diagram attached.

ADJUSTHMERTS
1. Adjust the contacts as follows:

(a) With the shift plate in the shifted position ( forward),
set up the motor stop combination on the code dises and
rotate the type wheel shaft until the step arm is latched
on the selected stop pin., With the function bail roller
on the high part of its cam, there should be 010" to
«020" clearance between the immer contact spring and the
upper end of the spring stiffener.

To adjust, bend the stiffener,

(b) The following requirement should be checked with the
contact bracket removed from the typing unit.

Hook an 8 oz. seale to the inside contact spring, just
above the stiffener. It should require 3 to 5 ozs. to
start the contact spring moving away from the stiffener.

To adjust, bend the inner contact spring. Replace the
bracket, Recheck (a).

(e¢) With main shaft cam sleeve in its stopped position, there
should be 015" to ,025" clearance between the contach
points,

To adjust, bend the outer contact spring stiffener.
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(d) Aprly the push end of sn 8 oz. scale to the outer contact spring
just sbove the stiffener, It should require 1 to 3 ozs. to start
moving the contect spring away from its stiffener.

To zdjust, bend the outer contzct spring and recheck (c).

Hount the 98071 motor control unit bracket at the rear left cormer of the
bese using the two #10-32 trpped holes already in the cesting, and the
6310 scraws znd 26869 lock weshers furnished.

Using t e 74670 strap, 96072 screws and 74592 bakelite bushings
furnished, mount the 78011 condenser cn the right side of the motor control
enit brgelket, with tihe condensar terminals uppermost.

liount tne 82514 motor control unit on the left side of the bracket using
the 1038 scrows and 219) lock wsshers furnisned.

Install the 8073 ceble 5 shown on the wiring dizgram.

Yihen the sdded line resistor is not used, remove the blue wire from
terminszl 25, conneset it %o terminal 24.

“hen the added line resistor is us:d, open the "loop" and connect to
teminel 24, thet side df the loop which runs to the xeybosrd trans-
mitting contacts. Ceonnsct tho othor side of the loop snd the green

wire from terminal No. 51 on the Wotor ston unit t5 the resistor zs

recuired,

It should bz noted thr% the cable includes a pair of wires to replace
the red and waite wires which connect terminals 22 and 23 to the motor
connector. These heve been rrovided to avolid splicing. Care should |
be taken to position the catle 50 as to reduca the possibility of
dameging it wheon the trping unit 15 being ploced on or removed from
the bssa,
