·a. Remove and discard the 146326, 154982, 154990, 162092, or 164514 Tape 
Guide and its mounting hardware, if the unit is so equipped. 

b. Remove and retain the four 5506:J Springs from the punch. 

c. Remove and retain the punch block assembly by removing and retaining the two 
mounting screws in the front plate of the punch and the two mounting screws in the 
rear plate of the punch. 

d. Remove the 151152 Screw (discard) and 110743 Lock Washer (retain) used to hold 
the 156012 T~pe Biasing Spring and 172984 Spring Bracket (on power retracted units) to 
the pJnch block assembly. 

e. Mount the 194993 Tape Guide to the punch block assembly.
